The First Baptist Church and Rick Milsaps Scholarship Fund is offering up 

to two $500 scholarships according to the following criteria: 

*Purpose: First to provide assistance to students preparing for church 

ministry related careers or a minister of FBC pursing a Master’s Degree, 

secondly to students pursuing a degree in social work, teachers, health 

care providers and lastly to students who are pursuing an honorable and 

meaningful vocation/career at a 2 or 4 year institution of learning. 

*Eligibility:  Students must be an active member of First Baptist Church 

for at least one year and must enroll as full-time students to receive the 

complete scholarship amount. Students enrolled for at least 6 semester 

hours may be considered for ½ of the scholarship amount. If there are 

no recipients within the church, then applications will be taken from 

students within Johnson County who are members of a Southern Baptist 

Churches and meet the other criteria set forth. If there are no recipients 

from First Baptist Church and Southern Baptist Churches, applications 

will be taken from students within Johnson County who are members of 

other Baptist Churches in Johnson County. Applications for scholarship 

assistance must be submitted to the scholarship fund committee of First 

Baptist Church on or before April 15, 2021. 

Application Forms are available in the office of First Baptist Church or in 

the JCHS school counselor’s office and should be turned in to the office 

of FBC by the deadline mentioned above.
